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A ramble through the life and times of
Mr O'Leary.....
. or at least what I've seen of it!

Way back in the dark ages on my first day at this
school I saw in the distance what appeared to be a dark
haired and bearded apparition. As I approached it I
made out a pipe protruding forth from the maze of
facial fuzz and as our paths crossed - and having
satisfied myself that it was, indeed, alive - I called
out"Gidday!!" to which, in very serious tones, came
the reply, "Tena Koe!"

The apparition was, of course, none other than the
imcomparable, astrological, astronomical, intellectual
- he of the razor sharp wit - Mr O'Leary and thar was
our first meeting. Years later, he told me that he had
practised for the best part of a day to perfect that
Maori greeting. I was truly mortified. Here he was,
doing his bit for God and country and race relations
only to be met with a reply that one would normally
have been expected to give to a distinguished looking
European gentleman. I remember thinking at the
time, deduct two house points!

On that first meeting I did not distinguish myself too
much but things have improved since. In particular,
what has improved is my memory and what is
proposed in the paragraphs to come is a ramble
through some of the lighter moments of Mr O'Leary's
existence at Te Puke High School. Of course one
could logically argue the negative on the question of
his existence but you'll probably want to get to the
end of this article roday. So here we go........

Like many other things that are living - and he is
probably alive, more or less - Mr O'Leary displays
characteristics such as helpfulness, warmth, kind
heartedness and a great capacity for outright
stubbornness! With regard to this third one nowhere is
this characteristic more to the fore than during a
debate on the effect of passive smoking on non
smokers. We engaged in this debate just a month
ago(the week before prize giving this year) for about
the umpteenth time!! and, for the umpteenth time, I
was worn down/out to scuttle away and take cover.
This was not, I hasten to add, due to the quality of the
argument(that hasn't changed at all over the years; it's
still as bad as it was when I first heard it). I was
simply outdone - as always - by someone who sticks
to the one line of argument, regardless of how
illogical it is, until I give up in sheer exasperation
and ill temper. Of course this is only my side of it
but Il stick to it. After all, if a man can't win an
argument legally the least he can do is have the last
say!

I've stated above that Mr O'Leary could be very
helpful at times. I remember some time ago I made an

application to travel as part of a team that the Rotary
organisation, of which he was - and still is - a
member, was intending to send overseas. I survived
the first of the two selection interviews that were
scheduled. In the second I was asked my views about
race relations in this country. Being fairly familiar
with that topic T proceeded to outline those views
exactly as I saw it. To this day we both believe that
my answers to those race relations questions were a
large part of the reason why I was unsuccessful. Mr
O'Leary was not impressed. In fact, I think he was
more upset about it than I was. He offered to
approach the heiararchy of the organisation to seek a
full explanation but I was happy to accept that I was
simply not what was being looked for (even though I
didn't believe it!). Some time later he told me he'd
written to the powers that be about this matter but
nothing further came from it. It seemed he'd at least
had the satisfaction of looking into the whole thing
and attempting to right what he saw as a wrong.
Whatever the case Vic, I felt honoured that you should
make the attempt. For that I thank you, despite the
disparaging remarks on stubbornness I've already made
about you!

Another thing I admired Mr O'Leary for was, despite
an intellect of gigantic proportions, he was willing
and able to learn from folks who would perhaps be
regarded as not quite the academics of the day. In the
past I spent many a session listening to him extolling
the insight to life's mysteries possessed by many such
non academics. It was his view then, and I think it's
still the same now, that, despite a very low social and
economic status, such people were on a comparable
intellectual level to that of many who had had the
benefit of a formal education.

One thing that perhaps everyone would agree with is
that Mr O'Leary is a veritable giant at oratory. I
remember the occasion of the staff farewell to Mr
Lund's predecessor as Principal, a Mr George Marshall
(now Dr Marshall) way back in the mid 1980s. The
function was in the library and Mr O'Leary was asked
to deliver what was supposed to have been a rousing
tribute to the departing Headmaster. In fact, what
emerged for me from it was an eulogy in time
dilation, particularly as comments made in the very
first sentence went something like "......tonight I
would like to pay tribute to someone who is more or
less alive......etc ...etc...". I spoke to him about
this opening line about three weeks ago and he
reckons he doesn't remember. Actually he doesn't
remember anything about that speech which is a real
pity because my recollection of it is that it was
exquisitely amusing and I'm certain folks would have
reacted similarly had we had the opportunity to reprint
that address here in full.




Speaking about being alive - more or less - Mr
O'Leary and I (or was it some other folks and 17?)
got into an argument about being canonised. I reckon
the committee upstairs looked down one day and saw
him walking along the path from Room 7 to the
library. Deciding to give him the benefit of the doubt
ol' St Peter said,"Let's canonise him now! Those in
favour say......... etc....etc..” Despite a unanimous
vote up there there obviously must have been a U-
turn. Maybe you happened to look up at that moment
Vic or maybe you let out a pall of smoke which was
the wrong colour. No one will ever know but
whatever it was, it was a near thing!

And then there was Mr O'Leary's legendary prowess
with the cricket bat. If ever a man was born and bred
to the game he was that man. He was so steeped in
the traditions of the game that there was no need to
consult any of the publications of the time on its
intricacies. For example, it was he who taught me
how to pick up a cricket bat. "Now you dont", he
would often say,"just pick a bat up." at which point I
would become mightily confused because what he
seemed to be demonstrating looked awfully like just
picking up a bat! But - who was I to question a
master?

On the wicket itself the same disciplined approach
was needed at all times. It was a sight to behold when
he ruthlessly punished the antics of those who chose
to put the ball around leg and off stumps. Ninety
percent of the time the ball didn't go there of course
but the ensuing departure was a picture of true
elegance. Not for him the colonial shuffling back to
the log dragging the bat!

Those were the heady days of the twilight cricket
institution and the stalwarts of Fox, O'Neill, Merritt,
Kennedy, King, Abrahams, McGrath, Schwass,
Masters, Arnold, Pointon, Emerson, Gentle, Roberts,
Le Cren, Scott and Nevitt were unanimous in their
praise of a master technician of the game. I'm told the
ol' spirit still resides in the current team. Perhaps now
that he's retired Mr O'Leary can devote more hours of
tuition to the 'Young Guns and Gunnesses" of the
TPHS team - to people like Emery, Becht, Nattrass,
Chambers, Lim Sun et al.

And then there was the stint as Night Class
Supervisor. The bane of Mr O'Leary's existence at
that time seemed to be the folks who had the required
12 names on their roll but who never managed to
have 12 people sitting in the room at any given time.
One such person was particularly notorious for this
and so our entrepid Night Class Supervisor resolved
to survey the number of people who did actually turn
up to his class. So week after week he'd go in there at
about 8.30 p.m. - supposedly a half an hour before
finish time - and, hullo!!, only 6 people present. On

asking the obvious question the reply invariably was,
"Aww. You're a bit late Vic. Some of 'em had to go
early."

Obviously a change in tactics was called for. In the
following weeks visiting time was set down for 7.30
p-m. Of course there was the same 6 people present
but this time the reply was,"Aww. You're a bit early
Vic. some of 'em are still coming." If I remember
correctly that issue with that particular night class
tutor was never satisfactorily (from Mr O'Leary's
point of view) resolved. The man just couldn't win!

And then there was the eternal argument Mr O'Leary
and I used to have about being cunning and being
intelligent. I noticed he used to say that Maori people
had cunning (because he believed that that was a
much prized trait among the Maori people) but that
other people had intelligence. We argued reasonably
amicably about this - I attacked his view of cunning
and how Maori people saw it as being nothing more
than the tainted views of early writers while he
maintained the "most prized trait" view - and neither
of us convinced the other of his view.

And then there was the trip to Whakatane on the last
day of term II this year. Now that really was
amusing. However I swore a lifetime oath never to
divulge information of that trip to anyone. I've kept
my peace for the last few months but, in keeping
with the judicial definition of lifetime, I should be up
for parole this time next year!

I hope you'll forgive me Vic for rambling on about
you in this way. I'm sure you'll agree that all the
incidents related actually did happen although I would
accept that one or two metres of exaggeration have
been added in some places.

For me the picture that emerges from all this is that
of a fun loving, helpful, stubborn and sometimes
"hardnosed" individual - a typical human being. I have
enjoyed many an amusing moment with you Vic -
remember the days of the carrom board? - and have
learnt studiously from all the arguments that I've
lost(I think!!!)

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COMPUTERS AND
COMPUTING AT TPHS

During 1992 and 1993, big changes are in the wind
for computing at Te Puke HS. We started the year
with a suite of 16 Macintosh Classics, and we will
begin 1993 with two Computer Rooms (7&8), each
with 16 machines. We hope that this will mean that a
lot more students will get a chance to use our facility.
Students at Primary and Intermediate Schools have all
used computers in Writing, and often in Maths, We
hope that all Form 3 and 4 students get to use
computers in these subjects at least.

More and more students are recognising the need for
basic Computer skills when they leave school, and
are asking for ‘hands-on’ experience. This is being
provided at present mainly through Form 6 and 7
Computer Studies, but also in the Commerce
Department on a small suite of IBM machines, and
within the Transition area. Students are making
extensive use of the QUEST database to help them
with option selection and career oppportunities. If I
was to add up the number of computers in the school
next February, I would get close to 50. In 1986 there
were 6!

Finally, the Administration is becoming
computerised. In 1993, all student records will be on
Computer file, courtesy of the MUSAC suite of
programs. Ms Walter and Mr Foster have worked hard
to get the data in, so that we are ready for next year.
We hope to be using this package for the timetable
by 1994, once we have become totally familiar with
it.

Unfortunately, technology costs money. We already
have a total investment approaching $100000, and
virtually none of that comes from Government
grants. Rather we have to provide for it in our normal
budget, or raise funds from our community.

WORK DAY

One of the biggest contributers to the $40000 required
for the computer upgrade was the annual Work Day
held in early June. This raised approximately $16000
and it is because of this that we are able to move up
the way we are doing. The total was easily a record,
mainly because the vast majority of students
contributed, but we should still be able to ‘aim
higher’ and get to $18000 next year. We thank the
community of Te Puke for their assistance in
providing employment for our students, and the firms
who helped out with sponsorship of incentive prizes.
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The top Form 3 and Form 4 classes had a ‘day off® as
areward. Well done, everyone!

BRINGING THE LIBRARY
INTO THE 20TH

CENTURY

Over the last couple of years much time and effort on
the part of the Library folks has gone into the
question of "computerising” the library. There were
many questions to answer - not the least of which
being whether or not there was much point in
getting a computer for a library this size - but in the
end the deciding factor was that in this information
"age" students need to learn how to get accurate and
up to date information in the shortest possible time.
To this end the school purchased a computer in the
May holidays of this year and the library project
(unofficially??) got under way a couple of weeks
after mid term break.

As portable computers go it's an impressive beast. In
computer lingo this computer is referred to as a
HIGHLY INTEGRATED, HIGH SPEED
IBM PC/IAT COMPATIBLE based on the
INTEL 80386SX MICROPROCESSOR ! It
has 1 MEGABYTE RAM and a 130
MEGABYTE HARD DRIVE in the form of
a floor standing tower case and has both
5.25 inch and 3.5 inch floppy disc drives!!
Whew!!! The shorthand for all of this is 386SX -
16/20V. Clearer??

For the remainder of "us non computer buffs" what
this means is that we have a machine that is capable
of recording all the information about every book in
the school and flashing this info up for us to see in a
shorter time than it takes to say all this. And that's
what we need! - some machine that will give us the
info without having to wait around for half an hour!
That, folks, is the library computer.

As we mentioned earlier the project began just after
mid term break this year with Stage One. Now, Stage
One is the backbreaking task - or should it be
bonebreaking?? - of typing all the information about
every book in the library into the computer. It's a
mammoth task and to date the typists are up to book
number 2500 and that's working all day every day on
it. There's about 15000 or so books in the library so
there's a way to go yet!

The school is extremely fortunate in this because the
two people who are most involved in this work - Mrs
Barbara Walters and Ms Alison Hart - are both very
able computer keyboardists. With a minimum of
direction each has quickly worked out the system .
Also, Mrs Walters is here largely on a voluntary
basis while Ms Hart is with us from the Community

Task Scheme.

Starting Stage One was not without its lighter
moments. We had a sort of a training session on
Professional Development Day - formerly known as
Teacher Only Day - and I remember thinking at the
time that the machine must have had BO or
something because everyone was standing back and
giving it as much room as possible. My thoughts

turned to computer viruses but that was a bit
uncharitable!!




No one seemed to want to drive the machine and I
figured there wasn't much point in my doing it so we
came out with murfy's first law on computers:

The only way to wreck the machine is to
drop it!

Folks weren't going to swallow that one too easily
so out came murfy's second law:

There is no other way of wrecking a

computer besides dropping it!

Folks looked less doubtful now and I was pretty
grateful; after all, there's a limit to the number of
ways of saying the same thing. Also, there's a bit of
a put-down here because it implies that the machine
will simply ignore you if you dont type in the right
things.

By 10.00 a.m. choruses of "gee, this is easy...." were
beginning to abound so I consulted what passes for
my conscience and it said,"Nope! Nothing more to
do here! Better go listen to achievement based
assessment.” It was clear that the library folks
- there were about 4 people there - were navigating
their way around the library computer program very
easily by this stage. It was equally clear that no
useful purpose would be served by my lurking around
any longer s0.... over to the staffroom I trudged... At

morning tea time when the folks came in the smiles
told it all. "What's the big deal?" one smile boomed.
"Well if that was meant to be hard..." began another.
I went back over to the library after lunch and no one
noticed me! Now that's not good for the ego so I
hightailed it outa there pronto. I think I was a bit
miffed but maybe it was payback for all those not-too-
nice thoughts I'd had about them earlier on in the
morning.

Without being too disparaging about the folks'
efforts,however, it must be said that the library
computer program really is user-friendly. In fact it's
as friendly as ol' RORY BUTLER - the guy who
wrote it. When we went to see the program being
demonstrated(that was in July last year at Western
Heights) we found him sitting at a piano playing a
whole string of jazzy music. During his demo of the
program [ sat there wondering when he was going to
get back to that piano and belt out a few mere tunes.
Aue!! but it was good music man!

So how is all this geing to help students?

When Stage One is completed Stage Two will be
providing computers in the library which are hooked
up to the one I've been rambling on about here.
Students will then be able to search for any book on
the skimpiest bit of information. We're able to do
that now but the big difference would be the time it
would take to find it.

Here's an example:

You're in the library and you want to find a book but
the only thing that you remember about it are some
words of the title which are - "....on the slag". What
you'd do then is belly up to the computer, get to the
search mode, and type in _on the slag , press the
button and, bingo, within a blink there's all the
books with these words in the titles. You may have
to narrow it down some more but it beats looking
through every card in the title catalogue.

Stage Two also includes issuing books using one of
those light wand thingys which go "BEEP" when
you run it across a barcode. Each student will have a
barcode which really is just a number. That number ,
however, has with it - on the computer
- information about the student; stuff like name,
form class, address, date of birth, phone
number, how long that student can have a
book out and how many books that student
can have out at once. The other change students

will notice is that there'll no longer be any catalogue
cards to look through.

But all that is in the future. We have to get through
Stage One first so it will still be as normal in the
library for a little while yet.

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SCHOOL MAINTENANCE

The 1991 Christmas holiday period saw the
commencement of a number of "Deferred
maintenance" projects round school. These came
about after independant surveys were carried out some
two years earlier in schools throughout New Zealand.
From these surveys, areas requiring urgent attention,
re-decorating etc. were listed in order of priority and
from these lists, a sum of around $64.5 million was
allocated nationwide, for spending on outstanding
maintenance work in schools. Items high on the list
were given top priority with the aim being to work
through each school's list over a three year period
commencing in 1991.

Te Puke High School benefited in a number of areas.
This included repainting the interiors of the Music
Room, Rooms 13, 14, 43 and 44, the Staffroom, the
major part of the Library, Main Block corridor and
some ceilings in the Beatty Block. Staff in these
areas all had input in the colour schemes chosen.
Two rooms in the Beatty Block had carpet laid, as did
the Staffroom, and new vinyl was laid in the corridors
of the Nelson Block including the basement, and in
some of the Library toilets. The hall floor and stage
were sanded back to bare boards and 4 coats of
urethane were applied. We also had new curtains
installed in Rooms 25 and 26 of the Main Block, and
across the Hall stage.

New long run iron was installed on both the Main
and Nelson Block roofs and repairs made to part of the
Library roof over the corridor areas. In addition to
these items, the boiler chimney was replaced with a
stainless steel version, and repairs made to the
incinerator.

A welcome addition to the Gym changing rooms were
some ceiling fans, and a dust extraction unit was
installed in the Technical Department's woodwork
room.

As always with major maintenance work, a lot of
organisation goes on behind the scenes before the
work can even begin. The school's architect was
involved in obtaining quotes from a number of
contractors for the various jobs, and these then had to
be approved by the Ministry of Education in Rotorua,
to enable the work to proceed. This all takes time,
and allowing for the fact that the bulk of the work had
to be done over the holiday period for obvious
reasons, and that many firms close down around
Christmas for varying lengths of time, we were

working within a very tight time frame. In addition to
this, any delays in the supply of materials can further
complicate matters.

My job was to keep a close liason between the
architect and the contractors and often this meant
meeting with contractors outside of school hours to
check details,arrange access to various areas etc.
Because other schools in the BOP area were
embarking on similar maintenance programmes, there
was always the danger that to be unavailable when
needed, could mean missing out on having the work
completed while the holidays were still in progress.
Regular checks also need to be made to ensure the
work is being carried out as instructed and to solve
any problems which may arise.

While all this work was going on, the school also
had a large workshop garage constructed on site down
in the Art complex, and this became our new pottery
room. This project was entirely funded by TPHS and
because of its proximity to nearby buildings, the
construction had to meet certain Ministry of
Education requirements including the lining of the
internal walls which in turn meant it had to be
painted. An additional door had to be added and also
the floor had to slope into the middle and a special
drainage system installed inside and out. These
factors along with the normal power and plumbing
costs all combined to make the end result quite
expensive, but at the same time, a first class facility.
(Incidentally photos taken of drainlaying in the prefab
area over two years ago, proved very useful in
locating drains in the Area that we needed to connect
into for this project.)

Since the Christmas holiday flurry of activity, we
have had the women's changing sheds in the
swimming pool enclosure painted inside and out, and
some painting done in the men's shed as well. Maori
Access workers also reconstructed a segment of the
swimming pool fence and added double gates to
enable easier access for both pupils and equipment.

If we thought we were pushing it to get the above-
mentioned work completed on time, the May Holiday
period presented an even greater challenge. In the
three weeks available, the main Block classrooms, the
staffroom toilets and the remaining rooms in the
Library were all repainted. The painters worked many
long hours to achieve this and deserve our
compliments.

The band
was made up of 14 students which practiced twice a
week and at weekends.

AN EX-STUDENT OF TE PUKE HIGH
SCHOOL.

Denny Hulme's distinguished career came to an

end recently when he suffered an apparent heart attack
at the wheel of the BMW he was driving in the
annual Bathurst 1000km Classic.

Hulme was this year awarded an OBE for his services
to motorsport. His record of winning performances
spans from the 1950s to the present day but perhaps
reached their highest point in 1967 with his Formula
One win and the world champion title.

Many thought his inclusion in this year's Queen's
Birthday Honours List was a long time in coming,
but he had turned down a similar offer of recognition
in 1967, the year of his Formula One win.

Following the death of Bruce McLaren in 1970, for
which Hulme seemed to feel some responsibility, he
took over the speaking role and developed into a very
good publicist.

Denny Hulme first broke into the tough European
circuit in 1960. In that year he was New Zealand
Driver to Europe, in 1961 New Zealand Champion
Driver, in 1963 he took the Formula Two European
title, in 1965 he won the first RAC Tourist Trophy
race in England and in 1967 the winner of the
Formula One Series driving for Jack Babham.

He was also awarded the British Racing Driver Club
Gold Star and the Guild of Motoring Writers' Driver
of the Year award in 1967 and in New Zealand was
named Sportsman of the Year.

In 1968 Hulme began driving for fellow New
Zealander Bruce McLaren - his partnership with the
McLaren team was to endure until his official
retirement from the sport in 1974.

He helped raise the team's profile to a point where the
McLaren-Hulme partnership dominated the the
Canadian-American sports car scene in the late 1960s.
He won the Can

Am Series in 1968 and took the title again in 1970.
He was runner-up in 1967, 1969 and 1971.

Since leaving the racing circuit he has competed in
touring, rallying and truck racing. His participation
at Bathurst includes 10 outings in the last 11 years.

His passing brings an end to an era. It was an era in
which Denny Hulme, Bruce McLaren and Chris
Amon put New Zealand's name amongst the winners
on the international grand prix circuit.

Bugsy, played by Carl Stevenson, was the title role in
Te Puke High School's mid-year musical extravaganza
which ran from 30 July to 4 August in the School
Hall.

The setting was New York during the depression of
the 1920s and the show featured the expected mobs,
dancing girls and even a priest!

Bugsy first tried boxing, but times were tough and he
soon found himself drawn into Fat Sam's gang
desperate for fast and easy money. Fat Sam was
entangled in a mobsters' war started by his smooth
talkng rival, Dandy Dan. Dan had acquired the vicious
new splurge gun and Fat Sam and his boys were headed
for the undertakers unless they did something quickly.

The splurge guns, made by the Technical Department,
were a real feature of the show and fired big blobs of
shaving cream. Needless to say the dry-cleaning bill
for the show was expensive.

The show was directed by staff member Tina Sims and
featured a large cast and orchestra. On Wednesday 29
July the show opened with a special matinee
performance for the children from the local primary
schools. The full season ran from 30 July to 4
August.

Alan Parker wrote the script for Bugsy whilst making
television advertisements in London in 1973. His idea
was to write a spoof on all the old Warner Brothers'
gangster movies but his craziest notions were to have
all the roles played by children and to have the machine
guns firing blobs of whipped cream! Gangsters don't
get shot - they get splurged!

Needless to say it took Parker and his producer Alan
Marshall a few years to convince the Hollywood
moguls that this was a great idea and that it would
make millions, which it did, finally. The film was
made in 1975 and starred a very young Jodie Foster,
who later appeared in "Silence of the Lambs".

In response to many requests Parker released a stage
script for the story in 1983, and it was this version

which came alive on stage at te Puke High School.

With only half a dozen of last year's squad back the
scene was set for an interesting year.

None were achieved but it was sure fun trying and we
were close on many occasions.

Condor Sevens:

Having won the Condor sevens the previous year, the
pressure was on to perform again. after a shaky start
against Reporoa College the team of K Ronaki, M
Nahu, P Smith, P Phillips, P Walker, J] Hardman,
Bobby Roberts, S Barrett, G Lusty and Brendan
Roberts performed with credit and finished the
winners of pool play. In the semi finals Western
Heights proved too good, and ran out the eventual
winners in a very closely fought and fast game. In the
game for third and fourth against Rotorua Boys, the
team played some of their best rugby to beat Rotorua
by 10 points, to finish third for the tournament.

tactics.

These tactics proved
fruitful and by half time we had a 15 - 6 advantage.
However after half time instead of employing the
same factics, and playing our own game, the team
attempted to close shop. In doing this they began
going from set piece to set piece, the result playing
right into Tauranga Boys hands and a win to the Boys
College in the dying minutes. Bungled again as with
the last two years.

Also during this game we lost Smithy with a broken
leg. A big loss to the team and we all hope his
"sparrow legs" are 100 % by next season.

Bay Wide Competition:

As already stated it was a very closely fought season,
with very little difference between all the teams. Te
Puke had its share of wins and losses but to the
team's merit we still held our heads high at the end of
the season. In most games in the second round there
were only one or two players from last season
playing the same opponent this season. In one
particular game against Katikati College not one
player on the field that day had played against Katikati
the year before. So the team's fourth place in the Bay
Wide was hard earned and a particlarly notable
achievement in light of the experience of the team.

Other Highlights:

Towards the end of the season the team began firing
on all fours with some fine tries being scored that
swept the length of the field. Particular games that
stood out as bright, entertaining and full of speed and
skill, were the two school games one against Opotiki
College and the other against Lytton High. Both
games saw Te Puke win by a comfortable margin
through enterprising rugby, and in particular, the
Lytton was enjoyed by some of the older hands as we
had not beaten this team from Gisborne for at least
four years.
